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Matthew 6:31-34 NIV

31 So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or ‘What shall we

drink?’ or ‘What shall we wear?’ 32 For the pagans run after all these

things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 33 But

seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be

given to you as well. 34 Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for

tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its

own.

JOURNAL

What have you been worried about? Surrender that to God, and

ask the Holy Spirit how can you be seeking God’s Kingdom and

His righteousness first.

PRAYER

Father, I surrender all of my worries to you. Thank you, that you

provide for me. Today, I choose to seek your Kingdom and your

righteousness first, and I believe that all that I need will be added

to me.

DAY 1



Psalm 37:3-7 NIV

Dream with the Father and

write it all down.

PRAYER

you and wait patiently for you. 

DAY 2



Malachi 3:10-12 NIV

10 Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, that there may be food in

my house. Test me in this,” says the Lord Almighty, “and see if I will not

throw open the floodgates of heaven and pour out so much blessing that

there will not be room enough to store it. 11 I will prevent pests from

devouring your crops, and the vines in your fields will not drop their

fruit before it is ripe,” says the Lord Almighty. 12 “Then all the nations

will call you blessed, for yours will be a delightful land,” says the Lord

Almighty.

JOURNAL

Mark today as the day you begin to tithe, if you haven’t tithed

before. If you do tithe, ask the Holy Spirit how you can give an

offering somewhere, whether it be sponsoring a child, or sowing

into your community, or into a ministry.

PRAYER

Father, thank you for every dollar that you’ve provided for me. I

ask that when I give and when I tithe, you would multiply it and

bring souls into the Kingdom. 

DAY 3



Matthew 6 19-21, 24 NIV

19 “Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moths and

vermin destroy, and where thieves break in and steal. 20 But store up

for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moths and vermin do not

destroy, and where thieves do not break in and steal. 21 For where your

treasure is, there your heart will be also… 24 “No one can serve two

masters. Either you will hate the one and love the other, or you will be

devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God

and money.

JOURNAL

Where is your treasure? Do you feel like you’ve been putting God

first? Be honest with Him and let Him wash away fear and doubt

about how He will provide for you.

PRAYER

God, I want to serve you. I ask for Kingdom ideas and strategies on

how to co-labor with you, so that I am storing up treasures in

heaven. 

DAY 4



Acts 2:42-47 NIV

42 They devoted themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to fellowship,

to the breaking of bread and to prayer. 43 Everyone was filled with awe

at the many wonders and signs performed by the apostles. 44 All the

believers were together and had everything in common. 45 They sold

property and possessions to give to anyone who had need. 46 Every day

they continued to meet together in the temple courts. They broke bread

in their homes and ate together with glad and sincere hearts, 47

praising God and enjoying the favor of all the people. And the Lord

added to their number daily those who were being saved.

JOURNAL

Do you have a community of people that you can practice this

with? Is there someone you know of who is in need? How can you

gather people to provide for them? Can you arrange for the

breaking of bread in your home? Make a plan.

PRAYER

Holy Spirit, thank you that you love unity and the simplicity of

people gathering together and taking care of each other. I ask for

a tribe of people to do life with. Show me how to live in

community. Set me in a healthy place where I can give and

receive, and see your Kingdom manifest.

DAY 5



Mark 12:41-44 NIV

41 Jesus sat down opposite the place where the offerings were put and

watched the crowd putting their money into the temple treasury. Many

rich people threw in large amounts. 42 But a poor widow came and put

in two very small copper coins, worth only a few cents. 43 Calling his

disciples to him, Jesus said, “Truly I tell you, this poor widow has put

more into the treasury than all the others. 44 They all gave out of their

wealth; but she, out of her poverty, put in everything—all she had to live

on.”

JOURNAL

How does this verse speak to you about your motivation to give?

PRAYER

Holy Spirit, I ask for clean hands and a pure heart when it comes

to giving. I pray that I will be a cheerful giver, and one who

worships in spirit and truth.

DAY 6



Deuteronomy 11:11-15 NIV

11 But the land you are crossing the Jordan to take possession of is a

land of mountains and valleys that drinks rain from heaven. 12 It is a

land the Lord your God cares for; the eyes of the Lord your God are

continually on it from the beginning of the year to its end. 13 So if you

faithfully obey the commands I am giving you today—to love the Lord

your God and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul—

14 then I will send rain on your land in its season, both autumn and

spring rains, so that you may gather in your grain, new wine and olive

oil. 15 I will provide grass in the fields for your cattle, and you will eat

and be satisfied.

JOURNAL

How do these verses apply to you? Do you see God providing for

you in this way?

PRAYER

God, thank you for how you have always led your people. I choose

to serve you with all of my heart and with all of my soul. I ask you

to rain down on my “land,” that I will leave an inheritance to the

generations to come.
